Critique – 

· Critiques are used by the instructors, at the end of the lesson, to evaluate the student’s performances. 

· A critique is a snapshot of the students performance.

Evaluation -  

· The purpose of an evaluation is to determine how a student is progressing in the course. 

· It is concerned with defining, observing, and measuring or judging this new behavior.
