Demonstration and Performance Method

Demonstration and Performance Method – We all learn by dong, this method is the best for teaching a specific skill.  The instructor should be aware that the student at some point is going to have to grab the controls, to learn how to fly.

· Explanation Phase – 

· Explanations must be clear and must cover what exactly is going to be thought or 

· The instructor must explain exactly what movements the student is to do to get the desired outcome.  

· The instructor should ask the student if they have any questions about the maneuver.

· Demonstration Phase – 

· The demonstration phase should follow closely if not exactly what was covered in the explanation phase.  

· If for some reason there is a different outcome during the demonstration phase, the instructor should explain what the differences are and why they are different.

· Student performance and Instructor Supervision Phase – 

· It is important for the student to get a fair amount of hands-on training.  

· The instructor should have the student perform the task and the instructor should offer any suggestions and guidance.  

· The instructor should also be aware of the student making mistakes and making a habit of them.  

· Be quick to correct an action with gentle words of encouragement.

· Evaluation/Critique Phase – 

· The instructor should at this point evaluate the student and offer any suggestions or tips.  

· The instructor should also be able to gauge the amount of knowledge that was gained and or the proficiency of the student’s abilities.  

· From this measurement, the instructor is able to determine the effectiveness of his instruction.
