Levels Of Learning

Four basic Levels of Learning – 

1. Rote

2. Understanding

3. Application

4. Correlation

1. Rote – 

The memorization of 500’ rate of decent on a turn to base is the lowest level of learning.

2. Understanding – 

Understanding that the helicopter has to decend down from pattern altitude to land brings the learning experience up to the level of understanding.

3. Application – 

The student is now able to start a decent down to the surface without the instructor telling him its time, because the student not only understands the manuever but knows when to put the understood information into use.

4. Correlation – 

The student is able to take this application of when to start a decent in the traffic pattern and apply it not only to the traffic pattern but also in real life scenarios.
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
