The Lecture Method

Lecture Method – Most widely used method, the lecture method, if used correctly will help the student learn initial ideas or concepts.  Visual aids help in this area to get the student involving more than one sense. 

Preparing the teaching Lecture – To be an affective lecturer the instructor must prepare well in advance of the lesson and should include the following

· Establishing the Objective and Desired Outcomes

· Researching the Subject

· Organizing the Material 

· Planning productive classroom activities.

The instructor should be encouraged to use personal stories and examples to help illustrate the subject matter.  The instructor will want to make sure that the example is related to the topic at hand.

Suitable Language – the instructor does not have to make sure and not get too technical nor should the instructor relax on the professional side of his job and use substandard English or French.

Types of Delivery – There are four major ways to deliver a message 

· Reading from a typed or written Manuscript

· Reciting memorized material without the aid of a manuscript

· Speaking extemporaneously from an outline

· Speaking impromptu without preparation.

Use of Notes – If used wisely the notes can keep you accurate, jog your memory and help you to not be afraid of forgetting something\

Formal Vs. Informal Lectures – Formal is the instructor just talking; informal the student and the instructor are both talking

Advantages and Disadvantages of the Lecture – 

· Advantages 
· Many ideas in a short time

· Good for introducing a subject

· Establishing a common understanding of Principles or facts

· Disadvantages 

· Lack of student participation

· Little check of understanding

· May present too much information

· Encourages student passiveness
