The organization of a Lesson

Organizing Material – It is up to the instructor to create a lesson plan that flows with the entire training and is in a logical order. 

Introduction – Made up of three elements, these set the stage for what’s to come and can pay off immensely if done correctly.

1. Attention – 

· It is the hook of the lesson; something to grab the student’s attention that is related to the lesson is a great way to get the students attention

2. Motivation – 

· The instructor should be able to ascertain why the student is flying and relate the lesson to the student’s motivations and or goals. 

3. Overview – 

· Every lesson should contain an overview of what is to be learned in the lesson and what is to be learned by the student, and more importantly is how this lesson pertains to the student’s ultimate goal.

Development – This is where the instructor is to develop the subject matter in such a way as to help the student along on the final objective

1. Past to Present – 

· Arranging the subject matter chronologically as to aid the student’s comprehension level. 

2. Simple to Complex – 

· By taking the student from simple things such as piston engine basics to jet propulsion. 

3. Known To Unknown – 

· This is more like a foundational type concept where the instructor will help the student to understand the unknown from just using the known.

4. Most Frequently used to Least Frequently used – 

· As the instructor, you must organize the lesson as to follow a logical pattern to help the student understand the least frequently used material.

Conclusion – By keeping the lesson logical the student will have a much better time retaining the knowledge.  The instructor should end the lesson with a conclusion to help the student review and recap what was learned.
