Register Aircraft – Registration Certificate


About six months prior to your first flight, you need to get all the other paperwork going. Prepare AC form 8050-88 which is the I.D. number assignment and registration of your amateur built aircraft on one side, and on the other side, the affidavit of ownership. Also, prepare AC form 8050-1 (application for aircraft registration). These forms go to the FAA registry with a $5 check, along with a copy of your Invoice from the kit or plans manufacturer. You will receive your aircraft registration certificate from the FAA in about 3 months. You need to have this prior to your pre-first flight FAA inspection.

You must first register your aircraft following the procedures identified in 14 CFR part 47, Aircraft Registration.  The FAA Registration Branch in Oklahoma City, Oklahoma, maintains the Civil Aviation Registry and can provide detailed information regarding the FAA's aircraft registration process, forms, and related information.

Standard Airworthiness Certificate

A standard airworthiness certificate (FAA form 8100-2) is the FAA's authorization to operate aircraft that are type certificated in the following categories as defined in the aircraft's type certificate data sheet:

A standard airworthiness certificate remains valid as long as:


• 
The aircraft meets its type design.


• 
The aircraft is in a condition for safe operation.


• 
All applicable airworthiness directives have been incorporated.


• 
Maintenance, preventive maintenance, and alterations are performed in accordance with

    14 CFR parts 21, 43, and 91.

You may obtain (be issued) a standard airworthiness certificate once steps 1 through 4 are completed as determined by the FAA:

1. Register aircraft.

2. Submit formal application.

3. Determine aircraft eligibility.

4. Issue standard airworthiness certificate.

If you are interested in obtaining a standard airworthiness certificate for your aircraft, contact your local FAA  Manufacturing  Inspection District Office or  Flight  Standards District Office to obtain registration and application forms as necessary and answers to any specific questions.
